- USBs will not be accepted
- Include a variety of work that showcases your abilities
~/ 2. Interview Preparation

If shortlisted:

- A pitch for an original moving image product concept (such as a short film,
documentary, or music video) for an external initiative or competition

Be ready to discuss your creative process and technical choices
«  Prepare to talk about your portfolio and previous work
Show understanding of different production techniques
~/ 3. Interview Stage
- Shortlisted candidates will attend an audition and interview with the selection panel

Second Step: Formal warning letter of entry

Final Step: If a second unsatisfactory review  returns, their scholarship will not be reinstated
